I. Call to Order 
 

Mayor Van Stickles called the meeting to order at 5:30pm. 
 

II. Opening Prayer 
 

Councilman Harold Void provided the invocation.  
 

III. Approval of Minutes 
 

Councilman Mike Fanning made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 
2, 2009 meeting as written. Councilman Harold Void seconded. All were in favor. 
 
 

IV. Special Guest OR Public Request or Comment 
 

 
There were no special guests or public requests or comments. 
 
 

V. Water Commission Report 
 

Elloree Water System General Manager Larry McDowell delivered the council report 
for the Water System, providing the Mayor and Council with monthly reports from 
November.  
 
The Water System completed 47 work orders and billed 656 water customers during 
the month of November. They also billed 356 garbage customers on behalf of the 
Town. Estimated water loss was 18%, with no change from the  18% in October. 
 



All water and wastewaters facilities are in compliance with SC Department of Health 
and Environmental Control.  
 
Elloree Water Commission will hold their regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, 
December 8, 2009 at 6:00pm at the Elloree Water System. 

 
VI. Police Report 

 
Assistant Chief Lin Shirer delivered the monthly report for the Elloree Police 
Department, reporting the following information for action taken:

Clerk Canaday presented the Police Fines Report for the month of October, 
showing the following totals: 
 

 Total Fines Collected: $4436.88 

 Remitted to State Treasurer: $2541.27 

 Retained in Victims Assistance Fund: $379.06 

 Revenue Retained by Town: $1516.55 
 

Clerk Canaday also presented the Mayor and Council with an expenditure 
request for police fines revenue generated during this budget year, which will be 
addressed in New Business. 

       
  
VII. Clerk/ Treasurer Report 

 
 
Clerk Chasity Canaday presented the Mayor and Council with an update regarding 
the financial audit for the 2008-09 fiscal year. The audit is being completed by 
Brodie, Summers & Wilkes of Orangeburg and will be presented at the January 
council meeting. Preliminary copies of the audit were presented for review to 
council. 
 
The Clerk also presented the November 2009 financial reports for the Town, with 
copies of the Revenue and Expense reports from that month. The Mayor noted 
that he will be meeting with the Clerk in January to review the status of the budget 
to ensure that the Town is on track for the remaining portion of this fiscal year. 
 
Clerk Canaday thanked John Parler and Tommi Crim for recently working with the 
Streets and Parks Department at Joe Miller Park. The group worked to clean 
around the gazebo and trim the bushes at the main entrance of the park. The Clerk 
also thanked Ruth Felder for her assistance in planting flowers at the Blue Star 
Memorial and for her continuing work on the flowerbeds downtown. 
 
The Clerk informed the Mayor and Council that Casual Habits held a raffle during 
the Fall Fest in October and donated the proceeds to the Town for downtown 
beautification projects. The Mayor thanked Ruth Felder and Holley Geiger for their 
continued work on beautification projects downtown, as well as with the town’s 
Christmas decorations. 
 



Clerk Canaday noted that the Christmas wreaths have been placed on downtown 
Cleveland Street. She thanked James Burn and SCE&G for putting the wreaths up 
for the town. She also thanked Ruth Felder and Holley Geiger for cleaning the 
wreaths and Moore’s Flowers and Gifts for making new bows for the wreaths. 
Canaday thanked the Elloree Garden Club for decorating Joe Miller Park and the 
Evergreen Garden Club for decorated Lyons Park. She also noted that the holiday 
banners have been placed up on Highway 6, and the new banners for Cleveland 
Street should be delivered shortly.  
 
Canaday stated that the Christmas trees have been placed downtown and were 
sponsored in part by the Town, the Elloree Water System, and Super Sod Trees. 
The trees were decorated by the Elloree Garden Club, Elloree Square Antique Mall, 
Casual Habits, the Elloree Heritage Museum and Cultural Center, The Antique Box, 
and the Old Mil House Gift Shoppe. 
 
Small Town Christmas was held on Saturday, December 5 and the Clerk reported 
that it was a very successful holiday event. The Elloree Lions Club kicked off the 
day with Breakfast with Santa before Santa Claus moved on to visit the Old Mil 
House Gift Shoppe, Security Finance, Hap’s, Elloree Square Antique Mall, the 
Elloree Heritage Museum, and the Elloree Police Department. The day came to an 
end as the Elloree Business Association hosted “A Taste of Christmas” cook-off on 
historic downtown Cleveland Street. 
 
Clerk Canaday also presented the Mayor and Council with copies of the Town’s 
holiday closing schedule, noting that the Town Hall will close at 12:00pm on 
Wednesday, December 23. However, the Town will host a holiday drop-in that day 
from 2:00pm-4:00pm at the Police Department. The Town Hall will be closed on 
December 24, 25, and 28 for Christmas and on January 1 for New Year’s Day. 
 
The Clerk also presented the Mayor and Council with copies of the 2010 Municipal 
Court schedule and the 2010 Town Council schedule. A change was made to the 
February schedule and will be reprinted. 
 
Clerk Canaday reminded everyone that there will be a joint meeting of the Board 
of Zoning Appeals and the Planning Commission on Monday, December 14 at 
5:30pm to review three requests.

IX. New Business 

 
The Mayor issued a proclamation dedicating Friday, December 4, 2009 as Arbor 
Day in Elloree and presented the proclamation to Cindy Lane of the Elloree Garden 
Club. An Arbor Day program was held on that day at Joe Miller Park, where the 
group planted a river birch in honor of the event. 
 
The Mayor and Council reviewed a request from Clerk Chasity Canaday regarding 
the expenditure of police fines and approved expenditures in the amount of 
$14,178.25 to be used for payment of a non-budgeted interest payment on a 
capital expenditure loan. Councilman Fanning made a motion to accept the Clerk’s 
recommendation and was seconded by Councilman Void. All were in favor. 
 
The Mayor and Council reviewed Resolution No. 12-07-09-01 authorizing the 
Elloree Water System to enter into a Loan Agreement for water valve 
replacement. The Elloree Water System has received stimulus funding for the 
project and will receive $240,000 in loan principal forgiveness to replace water 
valves. 
 
Councilman Fanning made a motion to approve the resolution and was seconded 
by Councilman Barbara Butler. All were in favor. 
 
Mayor Stickles presented a request that the February 2010 council meeting be 
moved from February 1, 2010 to February 8, 2010.  
 
The next Town Council meeting will be held on Monday, January 4, 2010. During 
this meeting, Councilman Mike Fanning, Councilman Barbara Butler, Mayor Van 
Stickles, and Water Commission Chairman Jane Singh will be sworn into office. 
They all ran unopposed in this year’s election.

Fanning seconded. The Mayor and Council entered into executive session at 
6:07pm to discuss a contractual matter.
